Proper Footnote Format

For a book:


Neal Gabler, An Empire of Their Own: How the Jews Invented Hollywood (New York: Anchor Books, 1988), 45-62.

Michael Rogin, Blackface/White Noise: Jewish Immigrants  in the Hollywood Melting Pot (Berkeley: University of California Press, 1996), 153.
For a book cited a second time, right after the first citation, with absolutely no difference in the reference (including page numbers):


Ibid.

Or, if it is the same citation listed consecutively, but the page number is different:


Ibid., 156-7.
For a book cited a second (or third or fourth…) time, but not consecutively, just give the author’s last name and a short title with the page number: 


Gabler, Empire of Their Own, 78.

For a journal article, put the title in quotes, give the title of the journal in italics, followed by the volume number, date in parentheses and page numbers following a colon:


Daniel Lieberfeld and Judith Sander, “Here Under False Pretenses: The Marx Brothers Crash the Gates,” American Scholar 64 (1995): 106.

Ibid. is also used for a journal article cited again right after the first citation. For second, third, etc. citations that are not consecutive, use the author’s last name and a short title:


Lieberfeld and Sanders, “Here Under False Pretenses,” 103-4.

For an article in an edited volume:


Joan Smith, “Jewish Women in American Screen Comedies,” in Sarah Schwartz, ed. American Women Comics (New York: New York University Press, 1986), 456-78.

For archival material:

Letters:


Harvey Cox to Warren Candler, Jan. 4, 1922, Warren Candler Papers, Woodruff Library Special Collections, Emory University, box 4, folder 5.

Reports:

Intrafraternity Council, Report on Fraternities at Emory (typescript, 1954), Emory University Archives.

Newspapers:

“Stipes Society Meets to Plan Term Agenda,” Emory Wheel, Apr. 3, 1956, 4.
or

Emory Wheel, Apr. 3, 1956, 4.  [no need to put title if you don’t want to, but be consistent] 

You may list multiple sources in the same note by separating each entry by a semicolon.
